After the participants had introduced themselves the following issues were covered:

Approval of Agenda – The agenda was approved

Approval of Minutes from 2010 Spring Meeting in Lake Alfred, FL: Minutes were approved as written - see attached.
Membership and Treasurer’s Report – Lars Reimann reported that TCJJP through 8/30, 2010 had revenues of $2,407 and expenses $500.  So far this year there were 7 individual and 21 organizational memberships.  
The treasurer recommended and the attendees approved that members that have not paid their 2010 by October 15, 2010 dues be removed from the membership roster (see attached updated roster). Treasurer’s report was approved 
Action Item:

· Treasurer’s report and recommendations were approved.

IFU – Kristin Gunter reported that TCJJP and IFU were exploring potential benefits arising from formalizing their relationship. IFU is an accepted NGO at Codex meetings and is scheduled to meet in Florida in June 2011.  It was decided to schedule the 2011 “spring meeting” for June 14, 2011 in connection with the IFU meeting.  IFU may charge a nominal registration fee for meeting attendance.  The Fall” meeting for 2011 will be held in November, 2011 in connection with the training course.

· David Hammond to facilitate negotiations w/IFU

· David Cunningham to let AOAC know that TCJJP will not be needing facilities in 2011 but will be back in 2012

EU Issues – David Hammond summarized the juice related issues in EU.  
1. EU working on updating their juice standard to better align with the Codex standard.  May keep the present 2 definitions for juice, which is at variance with Codex – one for fruit juice and one for fruit juice concentrate.  
2. Aroma restoration a very contentious issue.  Discussion about making aroma restoration optional in juice from concentrate.

3. Quality of water used when restoring concentrates to single strength juices – must meet local standards for potable water

4. Sugar additions to “100% Juice” may be disallowed 
5. Mandarin addition to orange juice may not be allowed (not clear at what level)
6. Water extracted juice (e.g., prune juice) is in line w/ Codex recommendations.  This would mean that it would no longer be allowed to just call it “juice” but has to be described as “water extracted juice”. 

7. Health claims – FDA and EU focusing on this issue.  EU introduced rules in 2006 and has since received 40,000 applications for claims.  Nutrient claims passed while pro-biotic, pre-biotic and other claims related to antioxidant activity and/or polyphenols failed. 

8. Current adulteration “hot issues” – Cane sugar addition to pineapple juice and water addition to NFC juices.

9. AIJN – has completed the first draft of a reference guide for cranberry and is building an extended guide for guava.
10. IFU has validated a method for a range of polyols using ion-chromatography.  This will add to the present methods for sorbitol by enzyme and HPLC-RI. They are also validating a method for polyphenols, and a simple procedure for ascorbic acid.  They are planning to explore methods for detection of toxic metals and patulin in red juices.

Juice Workshop – Prabhakar Kasturi outlined the concept for the workshop tentatively scheduled for November 2011.  Waters offered to host the meeting.  Discussion of other vendors could participate.  The workshop was expected to last 2-3 days.  A Task Force consisting of Prabhakar Kasturi, Dana Krueger and Karen Barnes will work on further detailing the workshop.  
Action Item:

· Suggestions for methods covered and other issues related to the workshop should be sent to Prabhakar Kasturi

· Antonietta Gledhill  to check w/ Waters mgmt if other vendors with product lines not covered by Waters could participate.

Cranberry Code of Practice – Dana Krueger drafted the AIJN’s monograph for cranberry juice

Action Item:

· Comments regarding the draft monograph should be sent to Dana Krueger.

Pomegranate project – David Cunningham outlined Dr. Durst’s project addressing pomegranate juice authenticity and his need for funding.  It was agreed that TCJJP would support this research with up to $5,000 (Up to $1,000 at inception of project, the rest after the project has been completed).  It was agreed that a letter of understanding including a listing of the deliverables and project end date should be formulated
Action Item:

· David Cunningham to draft letter of understanding; Lars Reimann and Tom Eisele to review and comment on draft.
Nominating Committee – Cunningham noted the need for forming a nominating committee to elect officers and the Board seats vacated by Mike McCroan and Greg Joseph and for considering changing the by-laws to allow the Treasurer/Secretary to be re-elected for more than two 3 year terms.  
Action Item:

· David Cunningham to initiate the formation of a Nominating Committee. Anyone interested in being elected to the TCJJP Board should contact David.

PRESENTATIONS:

Shannon Cole, GMA – Gave an informative presentation about California Proposition 65 and the upcoming issues related to methanol and carbaryl/sevin residues.  (See attached)
Leslie Chesson, Isoforensics – Presented the potential of the Picarro System for identifying possible cases of juice adulteration by monitoring the isotopic profile of the water present.
Stefan Ehling, GMA – Demonstrated the power of UPLC-MS/MS for measuring organic acids in juices.  Suggested replacing AOAC 986.13 with this method using isotope dilution.  The study verified the presence of trace amount (a few mg/liter) of tartaric acid in samples of authentic pomegranate juice.
David Hammond, Eurofins - Summarized recent developments in Europe of interest to the Juice Community
The consensus of the participants was to adjourn the meeting.
